Jagan is one of the Autars who has 	taken

Dr.Cheddi Bharat Jagan was born at Plan-
tation Port Mourant, Corantync, Borhice,on 
the 22nd March,1916. He recaivod his early 
Education at Rose Hall Church of Scotland 
School and Queens College. Later he enter-
ed Howard University and the North Western 
Dental School. He holds the B.Sc. and D.O.S. 
degrees. He married while  in the States. 

He founded the P.P.P. in 195 and in 
1953 his party won a landslide victory en-
abling him to form the first working class 
government.His astounding victory so much 
appalled the imperialists and their local 
lackeys that they set to work at once and 
in I83days democracy was raped--the consti-
tution was suspended and the Jagan Govern-
ment dcposed to be replaced by a puppet 
Interim Government. 	
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He was imprisioned in 1954 for booking 
the restrictions order and so also were many 
of cur comrades including comrade Janet Jegan. 
ut have you ever hoard of jacals scaring the 

Bengal Tiger?. DrJagan's landslide victory 
at the R.P.A. elections in 1957 forced the 
hands of the powers thst be to remove the rc- 
tr±ctfLons placed upon him. At the General 
Elct.ions of 1957 he again won and took over 

reigns of Government. 1-1'1961 under the 
hne Rule Constitution he again topped the 
polls to become the first Premier of British
